In order to receive credit for Daily work, students must be prepared and perform as required by the directors. Students must have the following to received daily work credit.
· Instrument

· Accessories (reeds, mouthpieces, neck strap, any accessory that is required to perform in class) 

· Music

· Pencil
Failure to have any of the above items will result in loss of daily work credit for that day.
Absence will result of loss of daily work credit. This credit can be made up by making arrangements with the directors to make up the work outside of class time.
Tardiness to class will result in the loss of 50% of the Daily work credit for that day.

This will be needed by the first Football Game.

A musical lyre will also be needed to attach the flip folder to the instrument. Some instruments already have a lyre in the case, so students may already have one.
Instruments

We have a limited supply of school-owned instruments. If you are in need of a school-owned instrument, you may check one out through Mr. Norfleet. Those of you playing school-owned instruments, please take every precaution to protect them from accidents and the weather. Please dry out all woodwinds after rehearsals and games to protect the pads. It will be the responsibility of the student to replace any school instrument that is lost or stolen. It will also be the student’s responsibility to repair instruments that are damaged. Beacock Music has a licensed instrument repair technician that can repair instruments.
